SP-1 HOLD a public hearing on proposed changes to the FY 2013-14 proposed Annual Budget and 
Plan of Municipal Services. 

   Staff comments:  Martie Simpson, Finance Director – In August the City Council came to 
a consensus to change the proposed 2013-2014 budget by increasing funding for Hill 
Country Transit District to $134,198.00 reducing the General Fund ending fund balance 
by $28,798.00 and removing the Back Flow Assembly Testing Policy Revision program 
which was anticipated to increase revenues in the water and sewer fund by $350,000.00.

SP-2 HOLD a public hearing (second of two) on the tax rate for the fiscal year October 1, 2013

 Staff comments:  Martie Simpson, Finance Director – The preliminary tax rate has been 
set at .7428 which is above the effective tax rate of .7315.
